We have also installed the outdoor lights, which allows for evening
events to take place in the fall time and we would like to thank Darryl Lee Reid for the
donation of the poles, his equipment and time to install these poles. We have also planted
trees throughout the grounds, received new arena footing and a fresh coat of paint. Most
recently the announcer stand has been rebuilt and upgraded after being damaged during
the extreme wind storms our area had faced last fall. We would like to recognize the Retlaw
Prairie 4-H Club for the time they donated to paint at the facility as well as the M.D. of
Taber, Copperfield Sand & Gravel and GH Moore Holdings LTD. for the donation of the
sand and the hauling of the sand for the arena footing. These renovations have been
possible because of the hard work and dedication of our members and the continuous
support from our sponsors.
